5.1 BUDGET 

At the City Council meeting on April 28 there were no questions or suggestions for changes on 
the Library budget items during the discussion of the narrative budget. The Library proposed 
budget remains the same as I reported to you last month: 

Fee Schedule 
- The fee for rental of the Monarch Room is proposed to increase from $15 to $20 for up to 

4 hours and from $25 to $30 for greater than 4 hours. 
- The fee for Training Center Support is proposed to increase from $60 to $80 for up to 4 

hours and from $15 to $20 for additional hours. 
- The purchase of additional Internet time will now be available after 120 minutes, an 

increase from 90 minutes.

5.2 REMODEL UPDATE 

At the City Council meeting on May 5, there was a lengthy discussion on the North 
Bayshore Precise Plan Bonus Floor Area Ratio applications. Both the Google and 
LinkedIn proposals included a community benefit to fund the Library remodel. 

By a vote of 4 to 3, Council voted to allow the following projects to move forward and 
submit permit plans: 

1. Broadreach - 123,479 s.f. 

2. Google - Landings - 515,325 s.f. 

3. LinkedIn/SyWest - 1,450,998 s.f. 

4. Rees - 102,248 s.f. 

Since only one of the four Google proposals is moving forward at this time, we are 
expecting that the Library remodel can be funded via LinkedIn. The exact process and 
timeline is unknown. 

 

6.1 WORKPLAN FOR FISCAL YEAR 2015-16 

Attached is the FY 14-15 workplan. All Advisory Bodies will be submitting their 
workplans for Council approval soon. The specific deadline is still pending. 
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CHILLER REPLACEMENT 

Late last year, the City Council approved over $800,000 to replace the chiller for the 
library so we have a more comfortable building in the summer. The design of that 
system is underway and will go to Council for final approval in late May. If you stand 
facing the bookmobile garage, you can see white chalk marks on the left indicating 
where the system will go. The dumpsters will be relocated, and the public pathway will 
be rerouted. 

 

So, that’s the good news. The not-so-good news is that the system will not be 
completely installed and operational until next fall. That means getting through another 
warm summer, but at least we’ll have concrete plans to share with the public that this 
problem is being addressed. 

 

LOT 12 DEVELOPMENT 

The surface parking lot at Mercy and Bryant is lot 12. You may be hearing rumors that 
this lot will be developed and we will lose this parking area. The rumors are true. 
However, our Economic Development Manager reports that it won’t happen until 2018, 
so we have some time to figure out additional parking for both staff and library 
customers. 
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LANDSCAPING PROJECT   

You probably noticed the fencing around some areas on the Pioneer Park side of the 
library. This work is part of the Greening of the Library Capital Improvement Program. 
Existing landscaping is being replaced with low water use plants and irrigation. This 
water-wise garden will showcase plant types and irrigation methods the public can use 
in their own gardens to reduce water use. The project will be complete by May 28.
